Your yard only soaks up a small portion of the rain.  Without a stormwater 
management program, Dormont’s storm water sewer system may be overburdened.  
State and Federal laws do not allow connection between the stormwater and sanitary 
sewer system; therefore, a severe storm could mean flooding in some areas.  No one 
wants that, but it happens regularly in Dormont.   

A stormwater management program may help with the following concerns that we as 
residents have: 

 

 

 Prevent Flooding 
o Water needs somewhere to go.  Since it always 

follows the path of least resistance, let’s try to 
prevent that from turning our alleys and streets into 
ponds.  Worse yet, we want to keep excess water 
from storms out of our houses. 

 Government Mandate 
o Since the government has mandated that Dormont 

manage its stormwater runoff, we have to do it.  
That being said, the best way to answer the call is 
proper planning. 

 Being Green 
o Dormont does care about the environment.  Future chapters will explain 

what all gets picked up in the water that flows off your property and 
through Dormont.  As citizens concerned about the environment, here 
again we need to plan well in order to be green. 

 

 Aging Infrastructure 
o Do you know how old the pipes are that carry 
the water away?  Unfortunately, they are quite aged.  
Even if a given section is intact, it may not be enough 
to handle a large storm.
